Transcript

Good evening, brothers. God bless you. Welcome to all. To those who visit us for the first time, welcome too. To you
in your homes, welcome too. Tonight we will continue in Esther's book. And for those who still don't know, or it's the
first time she visits us, we are doing the studies on Wednesdays. We are having a brief discussion about the
passage, y rapido entramos a una discusién con preguntas y NOs reunimos en grupo y tenemos ese intercambio y
ese aprendizaje en grupo.

Ese rol
que tuvo importante. Asi que vimos en el capitulo 1 cémo la reina Bastia es destituida por haber faltado a uno de los
mandatos del rey. i Recuerda eso? En el segundo capitulo vimos cémo Esther es seleccionada reina. ;Se recuerda?
el, como dijo el monje Rafael, concurso Miss Universe en el Reino de Persia, Esther fue la seleccionada de todas las
damas. Y particularmente en el pasaje, en ese capitulo, Esther llamaba mucho la atencién. Era hermosa, era judia,
Mardoqueo era judio, todavia no queria Mardoqueo dejar saber que era judio, pero vimos claramente el favor de
Dios sobre Mardoqueo, sobre Esther. So in this passage, unfortunately, things don't go as well as they should,
because everything was going well. In this passage, we see some kind of, the panorama changes, okay? And the
time of trial begins, as in our lives, right? So let's see in this passage how we are going to be able to manage what
things we must remember when we go through trials. So let's go to the first one. Father, we give you grace and
honor, Father, for your presence, Lord, for your favor. Father, | ask you to guide us in your word, Father, your word be
answered, Lord. Speak in our hearts, Lord. Give us hearts understood tonight. In the name of Jesus, amen. So we see
in chapter 3, in verse 1to 3, what do we see? Well, first we see that King Azuero selects this person, Amman, to a
high-ranking position, a position of authority over all the others who are in the palace. And one of the things that the
king of Azuero issued was that every person in the kingdom, toda persona en el palacio tenia que rendirle honor a
man.

Que ahora es el nuevo personaje que sale. ; Quién es este pajarraco que
aparece aqui? Y es que Aman aqui, primeramente es un hombre impio. Es amanecita. He comes from that line of
Esau. And we are going to learn a little more about Haman and the Amalekites later. A historical fact of the reason
why Haman was possibly selected for that position is because if you remember the previous chapter, the last
chapter, chapter 2, these two eunuchs that served in the security group intentaron matar, querian matar al rey. Un
intento de asesinato.

Ahora, un dato importante sobre el libro de Esther es que usted no ve en
ninguna parte el nombre de Dios. But even so, not seeing the name of God, everyone in the palace, everyone in
Persia, in the Persian kingdom, knew that a Jew worshiped only one God. That, without a doubt. The others, but
when they knew a Jew, a Jew worshiped Yahweh. That is their God. So, it was known to whom he was going to
serve.

But what happens when
something is not so easy to interpret? When, for example, they say, okay, you have to work every Sunday. Okay.
Every Sunday, no problem, because I'm not inclining myself to anyone. I'm not sinning. Well, it's true. It's not serious,
right? But what happens and how does the enemy work? That when we don't recognize that, Lamentably, little by
little, look, the enemy uses it and we finish, we no longer go to church. Therefore, here we have to be aware, we
have to be observing, watching the enemy. The enemy is always looking for how to make us fall. In Acts chapter 5,
29, look what it says. It's on the screen. It says, It is necessary to obey God before men. Repent, Peter and the other
apostles. So | leave you that reminder that we are here, right? And we are going to fail, yes, but let's keep that in
mind. Because, unfortunately, some things leave us and that position of God number one, unfortunately, reaches
two and three. And God is first. Amen? God is first always. Okay, ¢qué sucede ahora en el versiculo 5 al 6? En estos
proximos versos, vemos ahora que Aman se entera.

From the back, right? How brave. How brave they were. So | want to show you this map because | want it to be clear
that when we say that Haman wanted to exterminate the Jews, it wasn't just in Susa, in that city. It was in the whole
kingdom, which includes what is Israel now. So keep that in mind. It's not just because he wants to kill them all. No,
it's exterminating them all from the kingdom. And that's why it's so serious. Entonces, en Deuteronomio capitulo 25,
verso 17 al 19, esto es lo que Dios le dice al pueblo hebreo que no olvide.

But what happens then when the plan is
carried out? Can Amman carry out the plan without the king's authorization? No. No puede. El rey tiene que estar
envuelto.

In addition to that, he bribes them. He says, | will deposit in the hands of the administrators 10,000 talents, which
nowadays would be like millions of dollars. | will deposit in the hands of the administrators 10,000 talents of money
for the royal treasury. Wow, tremendous, how good. But what happens to us as Christians, as they, as the people of
God? That we have a God, right? A God who does not let things like this pass by. Point number three leads us to the
power and ambition of Haman. They represent how uncontrolled ambition can lead to abuse and power to the
suffering of others.
